· [bookmark: _GoBack]a title. Put into clear words what it is you want the press to know. For example, “University A Partners with TurboVote to Simplify Student Voter Registration.”
· a date and dateline. This is the date of the release and the city from which it is being sent.
· a brief introductory paragraph. In a few sentences, this paragraph should describe the news that is being released.
· a quote. A two-or-three sentence quote from someone representing the school or university should be included, extolling the virtue of the TurboVote partnership. This quote should be approved by the person to whom it is attributed. A quote can also be provided from someone at TurboVote upon request and with adequate notice.
· a descriptive paragraph. This paragraph should give more detail about elements of the partnership and might also include information about the history of TurboVote, how the partnership formed, and why TurboVote is beneficial for students.
· a link to your TurboVote co-branded web site. This will help to provide context for the media and provides another opportunity for students to see the web address.
· contact information. The press contact for the college or university should be listed so the media have a point of contact for any follow-up inquiries.
